INTRODUCTION.

f^N presenting to our patrons this new issue of our catalogue

Jf any lengthy history of, or treatise on the Holsteis. breed of

cattle seems unnecessary. An intelligent reading public,

through the various able stock and agricultural journals and
the public press generally, has become familiar with the history

and general characteristics of the breed. By its marvelous

achievements it has already become famous.

It is an almost universally admitted fact that no other breed

so successfully combines milk, cheese, butter and beef.

MILK AND CHEESE.

As milk producers the Holsteins stand without a parallel

and containing, as the milk does, a large per cent, of caseine,

it is of the very highest quality for the manufacture of cheese.

BUTTER.

As a butter breed the Holsteins are fast coming to the front.

Only for the past three years have they been tested to any

extent for butter, and yet to-day many weekly and monthly

records compare favorably with, while some surpass the best

made by cows of those breeds, which have long been bred

exclusively for butter. We think the general average will

compare favorably with that of any other breeds The quality

and flavor of Holstein butter is very superior. It holds its

flavor and carries unusually well, as actual experiments have

proven.

At the Iowa State Fair, the Tri- State Fair at Toledo, includ-

ing the states of Ohio, Michigan and Indiana and at the On-
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ondaga County Fair, at Syracuse, N". Y. , Holstein butter was

awarded the First Prize over all other, there being fine Jersey

butter in competition at each exhibition.

BEEF.

For beef purposes this breed is deservedly attracting much
attention. In size the Hoisteins compare favorably with the

Shorthorn, their form, probably, being hardly equal, but they

are more hardy and vigorous and we are confident they will

make more beef, on the same feed, at an early age. For veal

they far surpass all other breeds. This season we had calves

at five months eleven days and five months twenty-three days

old, each of which weighed 600 pounds : Another at seven

months five days weighed 705 pounds. One of these calves

commencing at three months gained 148 pounds in twenty-one

days. Some seasons all our calves at five months of age have

averaged over 500 pounds each.

FAMILY COWS.

For family use, where quantity and quality of milk are

both an object, the Holsteins have no superiors. Their strong,

vigorous constitutions and marked freedom from disease are

important considerations, as milk conveys disease more readily

than any other food.

OUR OWN HERD.

Our object in this catalogue will be to present, in a brief,

fair and impartial manner, the merits of our own herd.

" By their works ye shall know them" is a proverb that

will apply as well to the bovine as to the human race, and it is

by this, the truest of all tests, that of actual performance, that

we ask the public to judge our herd. We will not confine

ourselves to records of a single cow or family or a few choice

animals, but will give yearly averages of the entire herd and

of large numbers of cows, which is the only true standard of

excellence.
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We keep a strict and careful continuous record, by actual

weight, of each milking of every cow, whether good or poor,

so that our customers can know the actual merits of each

animal offered. By these records a very safe and reasonable

estimate can be formed of the future capacity and merits of

heifers or even calves selected from this herd.

On the universally admitted principle in breeding that "like

begets like " far better results can reasonably be expected from

young animals selected from the herd or family, where every

cow has proven a deep-milker for the entire year, than from

herds which are unproven or only estimated by a day's or

month's trial. Short tests are very deceptive. An ordinary

cow can be forced to a large record for a day or a short period,

but will utterly fail on a year's trial.

SUCCESS IN BREEDING.

The last year has added greatly to the size and character of

our herd. We have approached near the high ideal which

has been our standard from its foundation and have practi-

cally demonstrated the fact that superior quality, high finish

and beauty of form can be successfully combined with the

largest production of milk and that these qualities can be re-

produced by judicious breeding with almost unerring certainty.

Within the last year some of our cows have made individual

milk records, which, considering the age of the animals, have

never been equaled and what is to our mind of vastly greater

importance, as an evidence of its superior quality, the yearly

averages made in our herd far surpass all others from a similar

number of cows.

SIZE OF HERD.

Our herd of this famous breed of cattle is, by far, the largest

in this country, numbering, at present, 611. head, (including

the importation in quarantine not catalogued) and the pains we
have taken in selecting, in person, the finest animals from the
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best stables and largest milking families in this country and

Holland, warrants us in saying it is, as # herd, without a supe-

rior. All our cattle are selected with the utmost care by a

member of our firm from the most noted herds and best breed-

ing districts of Holland. We see the ancestors of nearly every

animal before buying. A large per cent, are prize animals in

Holland and their descendants. We buy the best and the best

only, regardless of price. We aim to buy and breed only

straight, handsome, fine-boned, symmetrical animals, as well

as deep milkers, and assure ourselves that these are family

characteristics, not accidents. We breed only pure-bred stock,

recorded in the Holstein-Herd-Book-of-America.

IMPORTATIONS.

Our importations for the past year are the largest ever made
by any firm, consisting of about 400 head , and we have spared

neither time, trouble nor expense to make them the best, both

in point of individual excellence and high breeding. Our aim
has been to have every animal a superior specimen of the breed.

One of our firm personally inspected every animal before buy-

ing, spending three months in Holland in so doing. Nearly all

were from families of the highest reputation, not only in Hol-

land, but in America.

PRIZES WON.

Pressure of business has thus far prevented us from exhibit-

ing our herd outside of our own State, but at the New York
State Fair (in which State are owned a large share of the most
noted herds in America), the Gold Medal for best herd for five

years, the First Prize for best bull for six years, the First Prize

for best cow for four years, the Sweepstakes Prize for the best

cow of any breed for the last three consecutive years, as well

as a large number of First Prizes each year, for heifers, young
bulls, calves, &c. , have been awarded to animals of this herd.

At the last New York State Fair at Elmira ninety-six head of
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Holsteins were exhibited and the Gold Medal for best herd, all

the First Prizes but one and all the Second Prizes but three in

the Holstein class and also the First and Second Prizes in the

Sweepstakes class for the best cows of any breed were awarded

to animals owned by us.

YEARLY AVERAGE MILK RECORDS.

The yearly average records made in our herd are without a

parallel in any herd of a similar number of cows, which is the

surest indication of the superior general character and breeding

of our animals, as well as the high standard which we have

continually kept in view in making our selections. We ask

the careful attention of our patrons to the following tables of

records, especially to the yearly averages. Over thirty yearly

records made by cows in our herd have averaged 14,212 lbs.

5 oz per year at an average age of 4£ years.

In 1881 our entire herd of mature cows averaged 14,164 lbs.

15 oz. In 1882 our entire herd of eight three-year-olds aver-

aged 12,388 lbs. 9 oz. On April 1, 1884, ten cows in this herd

had made records from 14,000 to 18,000 lbs. each, the average

being 15,608, lbs. 6 3-10 ozs,, which included every mature cow
in the herd that we had owned long enough to make a year's

record, excepting one kept for family use.

We milked through the year ending in June last five mature

cows, the entire lot averaging 15,621 lbs. 1 2-5 oz. Seven heifers

of one family (the Netherland family,) five of them two-year-

olds and two three-year-olds, averaged 11,556 lbs. 1 2-5 oz.

The last is a family record.

NOT ONE OF THESE RECORDS HAS EVER BEEN
EQUALED, WITH AN EQUAL NUMBER OF COWS,
BY ANY HERD.
In 1881, our entire herd of two-year-old heifers averaged

9,711 lbs., while the entire herd averaged 11,270 lbs. 1 oz.,

notwithstanding a large majority of them were heifers and

seven did not complete the year.
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We have just completed an average of the largest day's milk-

ings of our cows and heifers with the following result: forty-five

cows, all we ham in the herd, averaged for the best day's milking

61 lbs. 6i oz. ; twenty-four cows averaged 70 lbs. 15^ oz. ; eight

cows averaged 80 lbs. 9£ oz. in one day, twenty three-year-old

heifers, all there are in the herd, averaged 44 lbs. 2 oz.; fifteen

three-year-old heifers averaged 47 lbs. 13 4-15 oz. ; thirty-five

two-year-old heifers, all there are in the herd, averaged 38 lbs

13 5-7 oz. ; sixteen two-year-old heifers averaged 48 lbs. 51 oz.,

while the entire milking herd counting in every milking animal

numbering 100 head, averaged 50 lbs. 1 3-5 oz.

Members of this herd have almost continuously taken the

lead in large yearly milk records.

In this herd was made the first two-year-old record of 13,500

lbs. ; the first (commencing at twenty-two months of age) of

12,200 lbs. ; the first record of 16,800 lbs. ; the first of 18,000 lbs
;

the first three-year-old record of 15,600 lbs. ; the only four-year-

old record of 17,970 lbs. or 18,000 lbs. in 365 days ;
the only two-

year-old heifer to give 76 lbs. in a day, while the only three-

year-old record of 16,391 lbs. 6 oz. was made by an animal im-

ported by us, and the only two-year-old record 17,746 was by a

heifer out of one of the cows of our herd.

Below we give the records of a number of animals sold by

We have tested but a few of our cows and young heifers for

butter as our conveniences for butter-making are not such as

would give us the results we ai*e confident could be reached

under favorable circumstances, but considering all the circum-

stances, the very young age of most of the heifers, the fact

that they dropped their calves soon after coming out of quar-

antine and before they were acclimated, also that these tests

were made in winter and on winter feed, excepting Jannek

—

coarse corn fodder and ensilage, long hay, with grain feed of

bran and ground oats with very little corn meal, feed not cal-

culated to produce butter,—we are very much gratified with

the result which we give below :

All the above tests but two were made on winter feed.

A few of these heifers were tested for four or eight days,

but for the sake of uniformity we give the exact rate per

week.

Aaggie was tested, one churning of four days the first season

in this country, four months after calving, and 2 lbs. 8i oz. in

a day,.—(17 lbs. 11^ oz. per week).

The following average butter records more clearly show the

quality of Holstein milk and the superiority of our herd than

anything we can say in their praise : Nine cows averaged 17

lbs. 5^- oz. per week ; eight heifers, three-year-olds, averaged

13 lbs. 4f oz. per week ; eleven heifers, two-year-olds and

younger, averaged 10 lbs. 8 oz. per week. The entire original

imported Netherland family or six cows (two being but three

years old) averaged 16 lbs. 7 7-12 oz. per week,

Hammond, of Vermont, made 13 lbs. 4 oz. of butter in one

week.

We would suggest to all those desirous of advancing the

interests of Holsteins, that they take the trouble to test their

cows and heifers for butter, even if but for a short time, and

we honestly believe the result will be gratifying, as well credi-

table to the breed in almost every instance.

For years this family has stood in advance of all others as

great milk producers.

The records made by Aaggie cows have done more to

give to the Holstem breed the wonderful reputation which it

has attained in this country than those of any other family!
